“Finding the Place of Faithfulness” 

 
29:1 These are the words of the letter that the prophet Jeremiah sent from Jerusalem to the re-

maining elders among the exiles, and to the priests, the prophets, and all the people, whom 

Nebuchadnezzar had taken into exile from Jerusalem to Babylon. …  4Thus says the Lord of 

hosts, the God of Israel, to all the exiles whom I have sent into exile from Jerusalem to Baby-

lon: 5Build houses and live in them; plant gardens and eat what they produce. 6Take wives 

and have sons and daughters; take wives for your sons, and give your daughters in marriage, 

that they may bear sons and daughters; multiply there, and do not decrease. 7But seek the 

welfare of the city where I have sent you into exile, and pray to the Lord on its behalf, for in its 

welfare you will find your welfare.  …  10 For thus says the Lord: Only when Babylon’s seventy 

years are completed will I visit you, and I will fulfil to you my promise and bring you back to 

this place. 11For surely I know the plans I have for you, says the Lord, plans for your welfare 

and not for harm, to give you a future with hope.  

Jeremiah 29:1, 4-7, 10-11. 

 

Last week, in an online meeting with the Executive Director of the Wisconsin Council of Churches, 

we were informed of the plans for safely moving forward in worship, amid the continued issues of 

the Coronavirus epidemic. The short form of the report is that it won’t be safe to worship together 

until phase 2 of the recovery plan. Phase 2 is when more than 50 people may come together safely. 

That won’t be happening for several months. 

 

Because of the ways in which infection is spread, worshiping together would mean that there 

would be no physical contact, no “coffee hour,” no passing the peace, communion, or offering 

plates. Our worship would not be at all familiar. We should refrain from congregational singing 

because that tends to aerosolize the virus and spread it farther than a cough or sneeze. We would 

also need to wear masks and avoid passing each other at the entrances. People who have a higher 

risk factor which includes anyone older than 65, diabetic, overweight, hypertension, or with 

breathing issues should not attend. In short, it is not safe to plan on worshipping together any 

time soon. If it’s any indicator of the situation, don’t plan on going to a Brewers game for a while 

either. We’re in this for at least the foreseeable future. 

 

The passage from Jeremiah came to mind as I was working on this article.The exiles in Babylon 

had some saying, “this won’t last long.” Jeremiah said, “Plant vineyards.” A vineyard doesn’t pro-

duce for many years. We are in a time when, instead of focusing on how long the time has been or 

will be, we need to plant vineyards. 

 

For us, planting a vineyard means being intentional about growing relationships which will en-

dure and grow through our time of social distancing. Be thoughtful about the relationships you 

wish to cultivate, over the summer. What are practices that will not only sustain you, but will be a 

way of reaching out in love? You may want to make daily phone calls or send messages to people 

with whom you would like to cultivate your bond. (continues on page 3) 

 

Reflections 
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A “vineyard planting mentality” shifts us from focusing on what we don’t have, to what we need to 

do as a sign of faithfulness and creativity. For one thing, this means that we will need to be more 

open to changes in how we communicate, and be more experimental about things that are not 

necessarily in our comfort zone. It has been wonderful to see how many people have been willing 

to embrace Zoom and our worship media. If you have not considered installing a camera and mi-

crophone on your computer or purchasing a laptop, give it some thought. We have people in the 

congregation who are happy to help you make those types of decisions, and, with the ongoing 

dangers of Covid-19, these are items you can anticipate using over a long period of time. 

 

We are here for one another and we are here to care for the most vulnerable, in our midst. It is 

arrogant to demand resuming what is comfortable for us at the potential cost of illness or death 

for others. We are going to be doing this for a while. But I believe that God is, somehow, in the 

midst of this event. We went into this Coronavirus time profoundly divided and dysfunctional as a 

nation. We have come to this time in a desperate need for renewal – much the way the Hebrew 

people entered Babylonian Captivity. This may be the source of healing and transformation for 

which we have been praying. So, it’s time to plant your vineyard, and to find ways to produce the 

fruit of wisdom and wholeness that will sustain us in our time of waiting, faithfully, God for act.

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05/17/2020 Sixth Sunday of Easter  

Sermon: “Where Our Life Comes From” 

Theme: We are sustained by our relationship with God through Jesus, our risen Savior. 

Purpose: We will work to move from focusing on what is temporary and meaningless to 

drawing our strength from God's sustaining love. 

Scriptures: Acts 17:22-31  The Apostle Paul's message in Athens, we are all made by 

   God and "in him we live, and move, and have our being." 

 John 14:15-21  If we love Christ we will keep his commandments, we will 

   not be orphaned, and because Jesus lives, we live also. 

Questions: 

What is really important to our lives and what is meaningless distraction? What does it mean to us 

that God is the source of all of our lives? What difference does it make whether we align our lives 

with God’s power and presence or live in the distraction of worrying about the things that don’t 

matter? Do we have one problem – our need to know God’s presence – rather than many prob-

lems? How do we realign our minds and hearts around connecting to the source of God’s love and 

presence? 

 

05/20/2020 Midweek Service  

Sermon: "Be Strong and Bold Because the Lord Goes with You” 

Theme: Our strength is in our faithfulness to God and service to accomplishing God's will in 

the world around us. 

Purpose: We will be humble and set aside our assumptions about our power or abilities  

 outside of faithfulness to God's direction. 

Scriptures: Deuteronomy 31:1-13  Moses' passing of leadership and the law to the  

     people of Israel as they prepared to cross into the 

    promised land. 

 John 16:16-24   We will weep and mourn - and the world will  

     rejoice, our pain will turn into joy, like labor pains 

    turning into the joy of birth. 

Questions: 

What do we truly perceive to be our source for our strength and direction in our lives? In what 

ways do we allow ourselves to put our own agenda and expectations ahead of God’s work and 

teachings? How do we maintain our self-differentiation from the world? How do we build our 

strength on God’s teaching and direction for our lives? How do we be on a mission to build a new 

“promised land?”

Seize the Moment:  Learn to Recycle Right 
 

Spring 2020 finds Fond du Lac school age children learning at home. You 

may be one of the householders spending more time than usual at home. 

Have you been inspired to sort, discard, and tidy? Do you sometimes have 

questions about where to go with things you no longer want? The 

50th celebration of Earth Day, is a good time to seize the moment and 

check that you are Recycling Right. 

 

Recycling: 

Beyond the Green Bin 
Learning the dos and don’ts of recycling is the right thing to do. Recycling 

goes a long way in keeping trash out of landfills. We can do better. The  

ultimate goal is less waste.  
 

Along with Recycling Right:  

Refuse, Reuse, Reduce  
Refuse the straw, plastic bag, the receipt, the bottle of water and other one 

use items. Rethink disposables, especially plastics such as razors, plates, 

cutlery, cups, and paper towels. Instead bring your own reusable straw, 

water bottle, mug, lunch containers, take home containers and shopping 

bags. Reduce the amount of unwanted mail you get. Opt out of catalogs 

and other junk mail. Shred less, recycle more. Reduce the amount of  

packaging you buy and look for packaging that contains recycled content 

or plastic packaging that is #1,2,4 or 5.  

Recycling goes a long way in keeping trash out of landfills and  
public areas. Engage your family and friends in learning what can  
be put in the recycling bin and how it should be prepared. Find out 
where you can take items that Waste Management cannot use.
